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Here is a brief introduction to the exciting sport of Polocrosse and to the elite team of
Americans who are training hard to represent the USA at the Polocrosse World Cup. This
spectacular two week long event starts on July 4th, 2011 in Beverly, England.




what is Polocrosse?

Polocrosse is a racquet sport played on
horseback. The spectator-friendly sport is a
fast paced game that combines the speed
of polo, the strategy of chess with the ball
handling skills of Lacrosse.

Polocrosse is a team sport as well as a family
sport. Players of all ages participate at their
own skill level. Players are required to use only
one horse, that is why Polocrosse is called
“King of the one horse sports.”

A full team consists of six players divided into
two sections. The first section plays a six to
eight-minute chukka (time period), while the
second section sits out. At the end of the first
chukka, the second section takes the field
while the first section sits out. The sections al-
ternate play for the entire game, which may be
four to eight chukkas long.

Each rider uses a cane racquet that is about
36 inches in length with an 8 inch in diameter
head. The string net is used to catch, carry,
pick-up or throw the soft 4 inch foam ball.

The object of the game is to gain possession
of the ball and score a goal.

Polocrosse is currently recognized by the In-
ternational Polocrosse Council (IPC) as being
played in Australia, Canada, England, France,
Germany, Ireland, Netherlands, New Zealand,
Norway, South Africa, United States (USA),
Zambia and Zimbabwe.

The Polocrosse World Cup was developed by
the International Polocrosse Council. It is an
event where the top eight member countries in
the IPC can compete against each other in a
single tournament.

The Polocrosse 2011 World Cup will be held in
the United Kingdom at Bishop Burton College,
near Beverley in East Yorkshire. The Bishop
Burton is a land-based college which features
a farm and equestrian center. The prestigious
two-week event will be held from 4 July —18 July
2011. The World Cup is expected to draw thou-
sands of spectators who will attend from all cor-
ners of the world. The event will take place over
two weekends, with many other activities and
opportunities occurring in between play.
